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Year 8 had a year group trip to Staffordshire University this week taking part in a 
variety of sessions covering subjects including art, law and sociology.  

Year 8 is a crucial point in their school life where students are starting to form be-
liefs about what is “for people like me”. Visiting a university helps make higher education feel realistic and 
achievable, particularly for pupils who may not have family experience of university. Seeing the environment 
first‑hand helps challenge stereotypes and builds confidence. 

School trips and visits help students develop confidence in unfamiliar environments, practise social skills, and 
begin to see themselves as young adults with choices ahead of them. This supports personal development along-
side academic learning. 

As part of our ongoing commitment to keeping children safe, we will be carrying out a short, planned lockdown 

practice in school. A lockdown practice is a planned safety drill carried out in school to help children and staff 

know what to do if they ever need to stay safely inside the classroom for a short time. 

This will be explained to children in a calm and age appropriate way, similar to how we practise fire drills. Staff 

will support pupils throughout, and the focus will be on listening carefully, staying together and following simple 

instructions. 

There is no cause for concern and this is a routine practice to help children feel confident and secure, knowing 
what to do in different situations. This will take place on  Wednesday 18th March. 

Preparations for GCSE exams continues with Year 11 finishing the last of their mock exams next week. Timetables 
will be sent out today and handed to students. The “Revision café” is open at lunchtimes with Ms Mottershaw in 
the food room, and it is never too late to join! 
Year 10 will be completing their final mock languages speaking exams on the 25th, 26th and 27th March before 
they complete their GCSE exams in May. We have afterschool revision to support these exams on Monday's 3.10-
4.15pm and Thursday lunch times.
